The rating can be
completed in our night rated R22 or
on the R44. It is a great experience
flying at night and again helps to
extend your skills as a pilot.

The second course that
we will be running, and is currently
under approval from the CAA is a
Water Landing Familiarisation

Course. Conducted on our floated
R44 G-SUNN, we will be able to offer a three hour flight course to get you signed off to land on water
with the floats. The course will include techniques in landing, take off and taxiing on water, as well as
the differences in flying with the fixed floats.
